ASTRAL TUITION SERVICES BEHAVIOUR POLICY
At Astral Tuition Services, we believe in the inherent good nature of everyone and that given the right circumstances, everyone would behave well and perform to the best of their ability.  Given that, Astral Tuition Services endeavour to provide a neutral and safe environment where children and young people can get in touch with their inner thoughts and feelings and centre themselves.  We understand the reasons a child or young person can find themselves outside of regular schooling and in alternative education.  We understand that alternative education might be a last resort, increasing its significance for the children and young person.  Astral Tuition Services attempts to meet each child and young person at their point of need.  For some this will mean an emphasis on attempting to regulate their behaviour while fulfilling their responsibilities; for others this may mean going back to basics or boosting their learning; for others this may mean simply providing a stop-gap until a school place becomes available.  Astral Tuition Services will do this in a number of ways.  
· First it will present its ground rules to any child or young person using the service.  In addition, Astral Tuition Service will listen to the needs of children and young people and any requests for addendums to the rules can be added if deemed appropriate.
· Astral Tuition Services do not believe in punishment as such, but will sanction poor choices through the withdrawal of privileges which may be to withdraw something or an activity the child or young person enjoys doing.  These privileges will also be used as bartering tools to persuade users to fulfil their responsibilities.
· Astral Tuition Services will attempt to incorporate as much as possible the interests of the children and young people using the service into the weekly plan, while also attempting to broaden their horizons through presenting other possibilities and ideas.

· Astral Tuition Services place emphasis on a healthy lifestyle including plenty of exercise, healthy eating and making time for relaxation.  Only in this way Astral Tuition Services believes children and young people can perform at their best.

· Astral Tuition Services will offer lots of praise for jobs well done, and may negotiate small rewards with children and young people.

· Astral Tuition Services will attempt to vary activities across the week with trips out and games.

Astral Tuition Services expects the children and young people using the service to participate in all of its activities.  Where motivation is an issue, Astral Tuition Services will attempt to find out what the underlying cause for this is but users of the service must do their part in making us aware of their needs, wants and barriers to learning.  Staff at Astral Tuition Services will model respectful acceptable behaviour.
